To facilitate acceptance of Form CMS-265-11, Transmittal 1 cost reports, the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) is providing an exception to the requirement that FIs and A/B MACs reject a cost report when the reason for the rejection is due to discrepancies between the software vendors’ interpretations of Transmittal 1 instructions.  Rejection requirements for discrepancies other than software vendor interpretations remain in effect.  CMS urges providers to work with their FI or A/B MAC software vendor and CMS to address such issues.
